
 

ALPE GRAN FONDO 2026 

  
A CYCLING EVENT THAT CONNECTS AUSTRIA AND SLOVENIA ALONG THE ROUTE  

AROUND THE KAMNIK - SAVINJA ALPS 

EVENT DATE: Saturday, 30th of May, 2026 

LOCATION AND TIME OF MAIN START: Kamnik, Main Square, town center, at 9:00 AM 

RACE NUMBER AND STARTER PACK PICK-UP: You can pick them up on Friday from 4:00 PM to 8:00 PM at Café Veronika on the 

Main Square, with a personal ID. If you are picking them up for other participants, you will need a copy of their ID. 

Latecomers can also pick up their numbers on the day of the event at Café Veronika from 7:00 AM until 30 minutes before the 

start. 

START PROCEDURE: Participants must be at the start/finish area no later than 15 minutes before the start. The start is the same 

for all routes. 

FINISH LOCATION: Main Square, below the Castle 

BICYCLES AT THE FINISH AREA: You will be able to leave your bikes on stands located near the finish line or at the registration 

area. 

REGISTRATION: you can register via web entry form published on our web page HERE: https://fatburn.si/product/alpe-gran-

fondo-2026/ until slots are full. Registration is confirmed when the entry fee is payed.

ENTRY FEE: you pay entry fee by credit card at registration, or transfer it to the organizer’s bank account: ŠPORTNO DRUŠTVO 

SLOVENC, Kocenova ulica 4, 3000 Celje, or pay it on the day of the event. If you are paying for others or need an original invoice 

made out to a company or association, please notify us at the official email: info@alpegf.eu. Registration is considered 

complete on the day the entry fee is paid. 
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TIMING: Chip timing will be used during the competition. Chips must be placed under the saddle, and participants will receive 

them along with their race numbers, which must be attached to the front of the handlebars. Timing will be recorded at the 

finish line of each route: 

• 15 km route: At the top of Črnivec, near the 902 INN 

• 75 km route: At the summit in Kranjski Rak 

• 130 km route: At the finish line on Šutna Street, in the center of Kamnik 

ENTRY FEE AMOUNT: The price is listed in the registration form on the official website. On-site registration on the day of the 

event will also be possible. It will also be possible to participate with only a race number and timing chip (without the full 

package). Licensed riders with a valid KZS (Cycling Federation of Slovenia) license receive a 10% discount off the current price. 

Membership and license cards will be checked when picking up race numbers. 

REGISTRATION INCLUDES: With a paid entry fee, participants receive (depending on the selected package): 

• A coupon for a hot meal at the finish 

• The official event souvenir backpack 

• The official event souvenir water bottle 

• Cycling jersey 

• Official functional T-shirt 

• Gifts from event sponsors 

• Liability insurance 

• Escort by police, marshals, and organizer vehicles 

• A unique event medal 

• A commemorative event certificate 

• Guaranteed medical support 

• Professional timing with intermediate times 

• A well-organized event with well-stocked refreshment stations, a great atmosphere, and spectacular views along the 

route 

COURSES: The start for all routes is the same, beginning in the centre of Kamnik, at the Main Square. 

• 130 km COURSE: The route begins with a neutral start through the main road out of Kamnik in a closed convoy up to 

the intersection where the road splits toward Kamniška Bistrica. The official start and beginning of timing is just past 

this intersection and will be clearly marked. 

From there, the route continues to Črnivec Pass, descends to Gornji Grad, then continues through Radmirje to Ljubno. 

From Ljubno, it leads to Luče, where it continues on the main road toward Logar Valley and Pavlič Pass. 

After crossing the pass, the route descends into Austria, then climbs again to Jezersko Pass. It then descends to Zgornje 

Jezersko, and continues past Preddvor, Kokra, Hotemaže, Dvorje, Cerklje, Klanec, Komenda, Moste, Podgorje, and 

finishes in the center of Kamnik. 

• 75 km COURSE: This route follows the same path as the 130 km route up to Luče. In Luče, it turns left from the main 

road towards Podvolovljek and climbs to Kranjski Rak, where the finish line and the end of timing are located. 

From there, participants return to the event venue following standard traffic rules. 

• 15 km COURSE: This route follows the same initial section as the 75 km and 130 km routes up to the start of the timed 

segment. The route ends at the mountain pass Črnivec, with the finish line located at the 902 Inn. 

PRIZES: Valuable prizes sponsored by event partners will be raffled among participants. 

 



 

AWARDS AND CEREMONIES: Since the race is part of the Amateur Cycling Cup of Slovenia, participants will be divided into the 

following categories based on age and distance: 

• Overall categories for men and women on the 130 km, 75 km, and 15 km routes 

• UCI categories on the 130 km route for male participants up to 59 years old and female 49 years old 

• UCI categories on the 75 km route for male participants aged 60 and older and woman 50 years and older 

• 3 male and 3 female categories on the 15 km route 

REFRESHMENTS: There will be refreshment stations along the route offering water, energy drinks, bananas, oranges, Coca-Cola, 

and more. 

TECHNICAL SUPPORT: Technical assistance will be available at the start and along the course. 

OTHER INFORMATION: The event will take place regardless of weather conditions. All participants ride at their own risk, and the 

organizer assumes no liability for injuries or accidents occurring during the race. A full rolling road closure will be in effect during 

the official race. After the closure period ends, participants must continue on the marked route following traffic regulations 

(CPP). By signing the registration form when collecting race numbers, participants agree to the terms of the event notice. 

Participants under 18 years of age must have the signature of a parent or guardian. 

IMPORTANT: in case of cancelation or health problems of competitors until 21 days prior to the race, we refund entry fee 

deducted by 10 EUR for admin and bank fees. Between 20 days and 7 days before event for not attempting to compete or health 

reasons we return 50% of the entry fee paid. After that time entry fee is non-refundable. In case of cancellation due to non-

attendance or health issues, the already paid cycling jersey and sponsor gifts may be mailed to you. If the event is cancelled due 

to force majeure or a public health situation, it will be rescheduled to a new date, to be announced later. The organizer reserves 

the right to change the event details without prior notice to participants.
